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ABSTRACT

The aim of this article is to try to explain the current state of dialogue between
Ukraine and Serbia, its historical and international context, state, and perspec-
tives. The article is divided into two parts. In the first part, the author examines
the formation of dialogue in a historical perspective, the specific problem of the
lack of clear identification of Ukrainians in the eyes of Serbs, the impact of the
largest post-war conflicts in Europe on the formation of relations between Serbs
and Ukrainians. In the second part, the dynamics of the development of polit-
ical dialogue and the mutual perception of Serbs and Ukrainians in the period
after the establishment of diplomatic relations are analysed in more detail, three
stages of periodization are proposed. The author tries to explain the reasons for
the changes in the nature of dialogue. The basis of dialogue remains mutual
respect for territorial integrity and sovereignty. The common aspiration for EU
membership is seen as a new growing factor that unites the two nations.

KEY WORDS: Ukraine, Serbian-Ukrainian dialogue, international relations,
territorial integrity and sovereignty of countries, European integration.

1. Introduction

In April 2024, Ukraine and Serbia marked 30 years since the establishment of
diplomatic relations. The Embassy of Ukraine in Belgrade was working as usual,
and the Embassy of Serbia, which was evacuated from Kyiv in March 2022, has
not returned to Ukraine for now. That period of diplomatic relations between the
two European countries, Serbia and Ukraine, is not long. That in no way confirms

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the fact that the history of relations between the two Slavic peoples is much longer,
and the ties between them are close and strong.

Opver the centuries, the joint cooperation and connection of Serbs and Ukrain-
ians were intertwined with the history of other states, of which they were a part.
Therefore, sometimes it is not easy to single out the pure part of the bilateral
heritage. A special problem is the insufficient interest and research of the compli-
cated picture of the dialogue between the two peoples throughout history by the
scientists of Ukraine and Serbia.

2. Mutual perception of bilateral relations in a historical perspective

In order to understand the state of dialogue between Serbia and Ukraine, it is im-
portant to understand how Serbs and Ukrainians perceive each other, why this is
so, as well as what attitudes and stereotypes have been formed in the consciousness
of the two peoples.

1. Serbs and Ukrainians are Orthodox Slavic nations with an extremely close
language and culture. Both nations use the Cyrillic alphabet and are considered
brother nations.

A rather widespread narrative is that the territory of Ukraine is considered
the homeland of Serbs (Ileposuh, 2002).

Ukrainians and Serbs have never been in conflict in history, on the contrary,
they supported each other.

Throughout history, mutual respect, and sometimes romanticization, formed
a view of each other as heroic peoples who fought for their freedom, Orthodox
faith and tradition for centuries.

An interesting proof of the degree of mutual influence is the story of the writ-
ing of the national anthem of Ukraine. In the fall of 1862, at one of the parties of
the Ukrainian ethnographer and poet Pavlo Chubynskyi, Serbian students study-
ing at the University of Kyiv sang the Serbian Song by Svetozar Mileti¢. Chubinsky
liked the song very much and in half an hour under its influence he wrote the lyrics
of the song "Ukraine has not died yet". In this way, thanks to the Serbs, the future
anthem of Ukraine appeared (FOmyx, 1996: 51).

In general, the historical legacy of mutual understanding and experience of
Ukrainians and Serbs, which was formed over the centuries, can be assessed as
almost perfect.

2. A specific problem that undoubtedly affects the Serbian-Ukrainian dialogue
is the absence of a clear identification of the Ukrainian side of the dialogue in the
Serbian tradition.

Ukrainians do not confuse Serbs with other nations. Whether it is about Serbi-
an history in general, or about the development of bilateral relations. Those whom
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Serbs consider representatives of their historical pantheon of heroes, Ukrainians
also consider Serbs. Whether it's Nikola Tesla or someone else.

At the same time, it happened that one Serbian name - Pycuja/Rusija - en-
compasses various historical phenomena in the history of Central and Eastern
Europe, namely:

a) Pyco (Pycj/Rusj), R(o)us(j)kaya zemlya or Kiev State (modern historiograph-
ical names: Kievskaya Rus’, Rus’ - Ukraine) which represents an Eastern Europe-
an feudal monarchical state with its capital in Kiev, which existed during 9 -13.
century. In the Ukrainian tradition, Russia is considered the first state entity on
its own (I'pymencbkmit, 1898: 1.1, 1-6);

b) Poccus (Poccnja/Rossija) or the Russian Federation is a country in Eastern
Europe and Northern Asia. It comes from the Principality of Moscow (it separated
from the Principality of Vladimir-Suzdal in 1263 and was a vassal state of the
Golden Horde until 1480). The name Muskovy was officially used until 1721 when
Peter I proclaimed it as the Russian Empire.

The origin of the name Rus’ still remains unclear. The Rosy River flows near
Kyiv. Some historians support the theory that the name came from Northern Eu-
rope. Ukrainian historians generally consider this to be an autochthonous name
that may have Sarmatian roots. A thousand years ago, the name Rus was applied
only to a small territory of modern Ukraine, which included Kyiv, Chernihiv and
Pereyaslav (Tomouxko, 2007: 1.4, 528).

With the strengthening of the Kievan state and due to its expansion, espe-
cially after the Christianization in 988, the name Rus’ spread to other Slavic and
non-Slavic tribes. In the territories that came under the administrative or cultural
influence of Kyiv, the derivatives of the name Rus’ spread - Ruthenia (Latin trans-
lation of the word Rus’) in the West and Rossija (Greek translation) in the East
and North spread.

As for the Ukrainians themselves, their name Rus’ was current until the 19th
century. In the literature of the time, they were contrasted with "Lithuanians”
(modern Belarusians), "Lyakhs" (Poles) and "Muscovites" (Muscovy, present-day
Rossiya/Rossiya). At 16-19. During the century Ukrainians were also called "Cos-
sacks" and "Cherkas". From the end of the 17th to the beginning of the 19th cen-
tury, after most of the Ukrainian lands became part of the Moscow State (Russian
Empire), Ukrainians were also called "Maloros" and Ukraine "Malorossiya", which
means "old Rus’™ in Greek.

The word Ukraine means "our country” or "land". This ethnonym has been
used sporadically since the 12th century. The name Ukraine began to be actively
used in the 16th century in Central Ukraine, which was then under the rule of
Poland. The ethnonym became especially popular in the regions where the na-
tional revival movements and Cossack uprisings against the Polish authorities
were most active.
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From the beginning of the 19th century, in order to emphasize their difference
from Muscovites (Velikoros), Kharkiv Ukrainian intellectuals began to use the
name "Ukrainians” instead of the old names as a general ethnonym. This new
name was finally established in Transdnieper Ukraine after the First World War.
A similar process took place in Western Ukraine, Galicia and Bukovina between
1918 and 1940.

In the Ukrainian tradition, Rus’~Ukraine and Russia-Moscovy are clearly dis-
tinguished. In the Russian language Rus’ and Rossiya are also two different words.
But the Serbian language has one name for both historical phenomena, and that is
Russia. Consequently, Serbs often get confused with the identification of the party
with whom they are having a dialogue.

One of the examples concerns the life of Saint Sava. According to the website
of the Serbian Orthodox Church (English version), Rastko met a Russian monk
from Mount Athos at the age of seventeen, secretly left his parents' home and
went to the "Russian monastery of Saint Panteleimon on Mount Athos", where he
took the rank and name of the saint - Sava. This happened around 1192 (Serbian
Orthodox Church, 2024).

Accordingly, one can get the impression that it is a connection between Ser-
bia at that time and Russia - Muscovy (hoposuh, 2001: 140), but in fact the only
Orthodox metropolitanate in Russia at that time was Kyiv. Therefore, it is very
likely that we are dealing with the historical legacy of the relationship between
Kyiv, or at least the monks of the Kyiv Orthodox Metropolis of the Constantinople
Patriarchate, and Serbia.

Another example concerns icon painters. It is known that in 1743 Arsenije
Jovanovich Shakabenta from the Pechersk Lavra monastery in Kyiv brought icon
painters to the Karlovac metropolitanate, as well as that Ukraine (hetmanship)
was under the protectorate of the Russian Empire that year, but retained its auton-
omy and even a customs border with it. These icon painters painted monasteries
and taught the craft to Serbian painters. Some of those frescoes still decorate the
walls and vaults of Fruska Gora monasteries today. In the National Museum of
Belgrade, these icon painters were identified as Ukrainians, and in the Matica
Srpska Gallery in Novi Sad, they were identified as originating from the Russian
(in the Russian sense) empire. Therefore, visitors to the Novi Sad Museum, unlike
the one in Belgrade, will probably think that the icon painters from Kiev are not
part of the Serbian-Ukrainian, but Serbian-Russian cultural dialogue, even though
they are the same people.

As another example, we can cite the story of the Russian diplomat of Ukrain-
ian origin, Grigory Shcherbina, who was the consul in Kosovo at the beginning of
the last century (Roposuh, 2001: 683). Shcherbina was killed in 1902 because of his
activities aimed at protecting the Serbian population. He was an ethnic Ukrainian,
he sent letters from Kosovo to his family in Ukraine, he was born and buried in
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the Chernihiv region of Ukraine. In the northern part of Kosovska Mitrovica, a
monument was erected to him, which mentions that he was a "Russian diplomat",
but ignores his Ukrainian ethnic origin (JIymko, 2010).

There are many such examples, when Serbs consider the historical legacy of
Serbian-Ukrainian relations as a part of Serbian-Russian history.

This is how it turned out, and this problem really complicates the mutual
understanding of the participants in the dialogue. One of the reasons is that the
Ukrainian ethnos is quite ancient, but the Ukrainian political nation is young,
and its active formation is actually taking place right now. Whether this situa-
tion will change depends mostly on the Ukrainian side of the dialogue and on
its further actions and activities, and sometimes on the results of the Ukrainian
internal discussion. In Ukraine, there have been discussions for years whether
those with Ukrainian roots, such as Pyotr Tchaikovsky, Anton Chekhov, Fyodor
Dostoyevsky, or Mikhail Bulgakov, who is a native of Kiev, should be considered
part of Ukrainian culture or be "given" them entirely to Russia.

3. The peculiarities of the world view, and therefore the inevitable mutual
perception of Serbs and Ukrainians today, are significantly influenced by the fact
that both nations faced war. But the role of NATO and the Russian Federation for
the majority of Serbs and Ukrainians is currently diametrically opposed. For many
Serbs, NATO is the aggressor, and the RF is still the country that defends Serbian
territorial sovereignty at the UN Security Council. For Ukraine, the RF is the ag-
gressor, and NATO is perceived as an ally and a target for accession (CRTA, 2022).

Therefore, it is not surprising that the Serbian-Ukrainian dialogue has had
significant problems since the beginning of the Russian-Ukrainian war in 2014.
Many Ukrainians are disappointed by Serbia’s "pro-Moscow" attitude. On the other
hand, many ordinary Serbs do not understand why the Ukrainians "stepped back
from friendship with Russia" and became "puppets of the West in its fight against
Russia” (Glas Amerike, 2023). In this context, attempts by third parties to worsen
the Serbian-Ukrainian dialogue by inserting narratives that are not actually rel-
evant and important for bilateral cooperation are noticeable.

3. Political dialogue. Present time.

For the periodization of the political dialogue between Ukraine and Serbia after
the establishment of diplomatic relations, it is considered appropriate to start from
the most significant events for the destinies of both nations during these years and
the partners' responses to them.

Accordingly, such historical milestones are the bombing of the FRY by NA-
TO in the background of the Kosovo crisis (1999); the beginning of the Rus-
sian-Ukrainian conflict after the Revolution of Dignity (Maidan) in Ukraine
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(2014); the beginning of an all-out Russian (actually Russian) aggression against
Ukraine (2022). That is, the conditional periodization of the contemporary polit-
ical dialogue will be: 1st period between 1994 and 2014, 2nd period from 2014 to
2022, 3rd period from 2022 to 2024.

3.1 The First Period

On the eve of the NATO bombing of the FRY, Ukrainian diplomacy tried to act
as a mediator to prevent the disaster, but without a positive result.

Despite the active development of cooperation with NATO, Kyiv has taken a
firm and vocal position regarding the development of the situation. Thus, on Feb-
ruary 19, 1999, the Verkhovna Rada (Parliament) of Ukraine issued a statement
in which it "strongly condemned the intention to solve the problem of Kosovo
and Metohija by force, up to the point of bombing the whole of Yugoslavia“. The
document states that "by blackmailing the Yugoslav side by introducing troops
into Kosovo, that is, by encroaching on the territorial integrity of the sovereign
state, these destructive forces are, in fact, provoking an armed conflict in the
center of Europe".

On March 24, 1999, the Verkhovna Rada adopted and published a new resolu-
tion and statement (Bigomocti BepxoBHoi Paju Ykpaiuu (bunten Bpxosue Paze
Yxpajune), 1999, 6p. 18: 163), the full text of which is given below:

STATEMENT
of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine in connection with NATO's aggressive
actions
against the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia

On March 23 of this year, the NATO leadership decided to carry out a
military action against the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia - a member of the
UN, without a mandate from the UN Security Council.

The Supreme Rada of Ukraine considers these NATO actions an aggres-
sion against a sovereign state that can lead to the escalation of a large-scale
military conflict.

By adopting the aforementioned decision, NATO grossly violated not
only international legal norms of the UN and generally recognized norms of
human morality, but also its own founding documents, which state that mili-
tary operations of the Alliance can only be carried out in order to guarantee
the security of NATO member states.

Aware of the depth of danger from this development of events, the Su-
preme Rada of Ukraine:

declares that the Kosovo problem can and must be solved only through
political negotiations based on generally accepted international legal norms;
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calls on all parties to the conflict to take maximum measures to continue
the peace process for a mutually acceptable solution to the Kosovo problem;

requests the leadership of NATO and the USA to give up the use of mil-
itary force to solve the problem of Kosovo, which is an internal matter of the
Federal Republic of Yugoslavia;

calls on the world community to make every effort to stop NATO's at-
tempt to use weapons in the Balkans;

appeals to the parliaments and governments of Europe to prevent NATO's
military operations in Yugoslavia and to achieve a peaceful solution to the
Kosovo problem through joint efforts;

calls on the UN Security Council to urgently review the situation re-
garding NATO's decision regarding the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia at
its meeting.

Kyiv, March 24, 1999.

On March 27, the then Minister of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine Boris Tara-
syuk (currently the representative of Ukraine at the Council of Europe) arrived
in Belgrade. He was the first minister of foreign affairs to visit Belgrade after the
beginning of the bombing. But new mediation efforts and a long meeting with
President Slobodan Milosevic did not save the situation (Tapactok, 2009).

During the bombing, the Ukrainian government sent humanitarian aid to the
people of Yugoslavia, as well as to the Kosovo refugees who found refuge in what
is now North Macedonia. JAT planes, in order to avoid being destroyed by NATO
planes, were stationed at Ukrainian airfields.

On 21 May 1999 the Supreme Rada addressed the parliaments of the countries
of the world and inter-parliamentary organizations in connection with the urgent
cessation of bombing in Yugoslavia. It was emphasized that the war in Yugoslavia
represented an unprovoked NATO aggression, which not only did not contribute
to the resolution of the conflict in Kosovo, but, on the contrary, led to its deepen-
ing, turning this conflict "into a general Yugoslav and Balkan tragedy, as well as
a general European problem"!

On 1 September 1999, Ukraine joined the KFOR peacekeeping contingent.
During the period of their stay in Kosovo until 2022, five Ukrainian soldiers lost
their lives and 26 were wounded.

The bulldozer revolution in Serbia on 5 October 2000 became a model for the
Orange Revolution in Ukraine in 2004. Ukraine continued to help Yugoslavia after
the fall of Slobodan Milo$evi¢. Already in December 2000, the Government of

Kiev's reaction to the bombing, and then the principled stance on not recog-
nizing Kosovo's independence (2008), ensured trust in the relations between the
two countries, quite active political dialogue and mutual support in international
organizations in the period that lasted until the end of 2013. However, against the
background of maintaining friendly and confidential relations, the countries did
not consider each other a priority on the list of foreign policy partners and there
was no talk of a strategic partnership.

Serbia was indeed a key trade and economic partner in the region for Ukraine.
However, the states failed to agree either on signing a joint Protocol on Serbia's
accession to the World Trade Organization (apart from Ukraine, Serbia signed
them only with Brazil, the USA and the Russian Federation), nor on concluding
negotiations on the Free Trade Agreement. The absence of a free trade regime be-
tween Ukraine and Serbia ensured and provides competitive advantages to compa-
nies from third countries at the expense of Serbian and Ukrainian entrepreneurs.

Both countries set the goal of becoming a member of the European Union,
whereby Serbia was far ahead of Ukraine on that path until 2014. Unlike Serbia,
Ukraine has set the goal of joining not only the EU, but also NATO. Moreover, the
activity in this direction depended on the pro-Euro-Atlantic or pro-Russian views
of the specific president of Ukraine. And in Ukrainian society, as well as in NATO
itself, there was no consensus or unequivocal support for Ukraine's accession.

The Ukrainian Orthodox Church (Moscow Patriarchate), which traditionally
had good relations with the Serbian Orthodox Church, played a leading role in the
religious life of Ukraine. This contributed to maintaining the special character of
the relationship between the two Slavic Orthodox nations.

On June 6, 2013, the President of Serbia, Tomislav Nikoli¢, awarded the fourth
President of Ukraine, Viktor Yanukovych, who was on a two-day official visit to
Belgrade, with the Order of the Republic of Serbia on the Ribbon for Merit. in the
development and strengthening of peaceful cooperation and friendly relations.
In response, the President of Ukraine presented Nikoli¢ with the Order of the
Republic Serbia on a Ribbon (II degree). As it was announced, the presidents
paid considerable attention to the European integration of both countries. "Ser-
bia's successful experience in relations with the European Union is interesting
for Ukraine. We will continue an active dialogue with the Serbian side with the
aim of mutual support on the road to European integration,” Yanukovych told
reporters after the conversation (Pagio CBo6ofa, 2013). At that time, it seemed

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that bilateral cooperation may not develop at cosmic speed, but will continue to
confidently advance in the usual direction.

However, at the end of November 2013, Yanukovych refused the planned
signing of the Association Agreement with the European Union (Serbia signed a
similar document with the EU back in April 2008). The rejection became a trigger
for massive pro-European protests in Ukraine, after the victory of which the Rus-
sian-Ukrainian conflict began. These events fundamentally changed the further
nature of relations between Ukraine and Serbia.

3.2 Second Period: 2014-2022

The ruling political elite of Serbia viewed critically at Maidan or the Revolution of
Dignity (November 2013 - February 2014), mass pro-European protests in Ukraine
and the escape of President V. Yanukovych to the RE. Several times, Serbian of-
ficials, referring to the protests in Serbia, talked about preventing the Maidan or
the Ukrainian scenario in the country. The Embassy of Ukraine in Belgrade has
also repeatedly pointed out that the problems in Ukraine were not caused by the
pro-European revolution, but by the subsequent aggression of the Russian Feder-
ation (Radio Slobodna Europa, 2023).

After the beginning of the Russian-Ukrainian conflict in the spring of 2014,
i.e. the annexation of Crimea and the establishment of fake republics on part of
the territories of Luhansk and Donetsk regions, official Belgrade assured Kyiv of
respect for the territorial integrity and sovereignty of Ukraine, with gratitude for
the Ukrainian position on the issue Kosovo.

Serbia, however, did not participate in the vote in March 2014 on UN General
Assembly resolution 68/262 "Territorial integrity of Ukraine". The delegation of
Serbia during the 2014-2021 period voted "against" the pro-Ukrainian resolutions
of the UN General Assembly ("The problem of militarization of the Autonomous
Republic and the city of Sevastopol, Ukraine, as well as parts of the Black and
Azov Seas" and others), unofficially explaining the risk of losing the support of the
Russian Federation in the UN Security Council on the issue of Kosovo. Belgrade
also did not support the resolutions initiated by Ukraine in other international
organizations, which could potentially cause unwanted reactions from Moscow.
Official Belgrade essentially emphasized that it has no intention of joining the
sanctions against the Russian Federation.

In the background of the continuation of the active political dialogue between
Belgrade and Moscow, a feeling was formed in Kyiv that the officially neutral po-
sition of Belgrade had in practice shifted to the benefit of the Russian Federation.
And the Serbian side limits bilateral interaction with Ukraine in a number of areas
that may be sensitive for Moscow.
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This period of Ukrainian-Serbian relations is characterized by a sharp decrease
in political dialogue at the highest and highest level (in eight years, two visits by the
Serbian side: the Minister of Foreign Affairs of Serbia I. Daci¢ in 2014 and 2015, in
one of them as the chairman of the OSCE, and several from the Ukrainian sides:
the visit of the President of Ukraine P. Poroshenko in 2016, the working visit of
the Minister of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine P. Klimkin in 2015 for the ministerial
meeting of OSCE).

New lines of tension and frustration appeared: visits by Serbian politicians,
both from right-wing parties and members of the government coalition, to Crimea;
the presence of Serbian mercenaries in the ranks of illegal armed formations in the
east of Ukraine; significant presence of "pro-Russian narratives" about Ukraine in
Serbian information space and narratives about "pro-Russian Serbs" in Ukrain-
ian mass media; tensions have increased in relations between fans of the leading
Serbian and Ukrainian football clubs (the general sponsor of Crvena zvezda and
Partizan are Gazprom and NIS, which largely reveals the secret of regular promo-
tion of pro-Russian performances at their matches, and fans of Kyiv "Dinamo" are
partners of "Dinamo" Zagreb); The Serbian Orthodox Church treated the establish-
ment of the Orthodox Church of Ukraine of the Patriarchate of Constantinople
in 2018 as a church schism.

On November 1, 2017, the Balkaninsight outlet published an interview with the
then ambassador of Ukraine, O. Aleksandrovich, that became a vivid illustration
of the state of relations. The publication, dedicated to the problem of the presence
of Serbian mercenaries in the separatist armed groups that fought against the
Armed Forces of Ukraine in the east of Ukraine, was entitled “"Russia is using
Serbia to destroy Europe", Ambassador of Ukraine”. In response, the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs of Serbia sent a "last warning" to the ambassador of Ukraine,
strongly criticizing his statements about the "complete subordination of Serbian
foreign policy to official Moscow". There was also a signal about the possible dec-
laration of the ambassador of Ukraine as persona non grata. Ivica Toncev, then the
State Secretary of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Serbia, reminded that the role
of ambassadors is to improve bilateral relations, mainly political and economic,
and "the ambassador of Ukraine in Serbia seems to have forgotten about that".

It is worth pointing out that in this period, many European factors did not per-
ceive the Ukrainian issue as existential. There were hopes that the Russian-Ukrain-
ian conflict would not escalate to a new level, and that Moscow's appetites would
be limited to Crimea and real control over the so-called LNR and DNR.

In such conditions, it would certainly be naive to expect that Serbia, with its
negative balance of relations with NATO, would become a leader in supporting
Ukraine in its defense against the Russian Federation. However, it should be noted
that Serbia did not support the violation of international law by the Russian Fed-
eration in relation to Ukraine. The actions of the Ukrainian side, which aimed to
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draw Serbia to its side, sometimes resembled Don Quixote's cavalry charges on
windmills. Kiev assumed that Moscow's ultimate goal was not Crimea or Donbas,
but Ukraine as a whole.

3.3 Third period: February 2022 - summer 2024

The beginning of the comprehensive Russian (Russian) aggression against Ukraine
on February 24, 2022, the demonstrated ability of the Armed Forces of Ukraine
to effectively oppose the "second army" of the world significantly influenced the
further course of the Serbian-Ukrainian dialogue. A certain surprise for many in
the world, including in Serbia, is that Ukraine survived. The Ukrainian state has
shown that it is an influential factor, whose position should be taken into account
much more seriously.

Moreover, if earlier many in Europe perceived the Russian-Ukrainian conflict
as a local one, then from February 2022 the Western world began to perceive this
war as a threat not only to Ukraine, but also to itself. In this way, Ukraine actually
turned into a new outpost of the Western world in confrontation with Moscow.
Consequently, the Western world mobilized to support Ukraine and saw a new
meaning in it.’?

In such a situation, Serbia, which is a geographical part of Europe and a candi-
date country for EU membership, found itself under significantly increased pres-
sure from Western partners regarding the nature of relations with both Ukraine
and the Russian Federation. Belgrade defined its position as military, but not
politically neutral, thereby taking a step towards the West and Ukraine. At the
same time, however, it will continue to strive to remain within the framework of
the traditional algorithm of foreign policy multi-vector diplomacy, which best suits
the interests of Serbia (RTV, 2022). During this period, the dialogue at the highest
level between Belgrade and Moscow was effectively stopped.

On the other hand, since June 2023, five meetings have been held between
Serbian President Aleksandar Vuci¢ and Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelen-
sky. Two in 2024: on July 18 in Woodstock at the summit of the European Polit-
ical Community, on February 28 in Tirana as part of the "Ukraine - Southeast
Europe" Summit; and three in 2023: on June 1 on the sidelines of the summit of
the European Political Community in Moldova; August 22 on the sidelines of the
Ukraine-Balkan summit in Athens; October 5, on the sidelines of the summit of
the European Political Community in Granada.

The first visit of a minister of foreign affairs to Serbia after the appointment of
Marko Duri¢ to the position of minister was the visit of his Ukrainian colleague
Dmytro Kuleba (May 12-13 this year). Apart from the meeting with Mr. Duri¢,

this visit was held as part of the visit to Serbia by the first lady of Ukraine, Olena
Zelenska, at the invitation of the first lady of Serbia, Tamara Vucic.

In 2023, the then President of the National Assembly V. Orli¢ and Prime Min-
ister of Serbia A. Brnabi¢ participated in the video address format at the Crimean
Platform summits initiated by Ukraine. A meeting was also held at the level of
heads of parliaments and so on.

After February 2022, Serbia mostly supports or abstains when voting on pro-
Ukraine resolutions of the UN General Assembly, which is in contrast to the posi-
tion in the period 2014-2022, when the Serbian delegation mostly voted "against".
It is noticeable that now Ukraine sometimes does not always provide support in
issues that are important for Belgrade. Specifically, on May 23, 2024, Kyiv support-
ed the resolution on the commemoration of the genocide in Srebrenica at the UN
General Assembly. In April 2023, Ukraine abstained from voting on the procedure
for considering Kosovo's request for membership in the Council of Europe (at the
same time, Kyiv's position regarding the non-recognition of Kosovo in practice is
stronger than Belgrade's in a number of areas). Obviously, official Kiev takes into
account the interests of key partners, on whose help it currently depends.

Serbia started providing aid to Ukraine, the amount of which was increasing
more and more. Specifically, 3 million euros through the United Nations Children's
Fund (UNICEF) and the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees (UN-
HCR) (2022). Government of Serbia donated 32.4 million dollars to the humani-
tarian account of the National Bank of Ukraine (March 2024). The Government of
Serbia twice provided humanitarian aid to Ukraine through the EU Civil Protec-
tion Mechanism. Energy equipment was handed over in March 2023, medicines
and drinking water in August 2023. As a result of the agreement of the first lady of
Ukraine O. Zelenska and the wife of the President of Serbia T. Vuci¢, Serbia pro-
vided Ukraine with two ambulances (arrived in Ukraine on November 24, 2022),
which were handed over to emergency medical centers in Kharkiv and Cherkasy.
Rehabilitation and rest in Serbia (August 1-22, 2023) was provided for 50 players
of the FC Sparta Chernivtsi children's team (Martyniuk, 2024).

It is interesting to see the reduction of harsh criticism from Kiev regarding
the preservation of direct ties between Belgrade and Moscow in a number of ar-
eas. Therefore, if the Ukrainian side strongly attacked the maintenance of direct
air connections between Belgrade and Russian cities at the beginning of 2022, it
currently prefers to study the possibilities of including the Serbian side and its
possibilities for certain mediating functions, especially in the context of certain
points of the President of Ukraine's Peace Formula.

For obvious reasons, interest in Ukrainian topics in the Serbian information
space has increased by many times. Moreover, depending on the politics of the
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source, there is a wide range of narratives — from pro-Moscow to admiration
and romanticization of Ukraine. In the Ukrainian information space, interest in
Serbia remains rather restrained, often with an emphasis on its strong ties with
the Russian Federation.

In a number of important areas, however, disagreements between the parties
remain, which are also important to consider. The presence of mutual negative
stereotypes in Ukrainian and Serbian society, which were formed after 2014, hin-
ders the activation of cooperation in cultural-humanitarian, scientific and other
important spheres.

On March 28, 2023, Serbian Patriarch Porfirije openly accused the Ukrainian
authorities of state terror against the Ukrainian Orthodox Church (SPC, 2023).
The patriarch's position is always important in Serbia and indicates the presence
of crisis levels in bilateral cooperation that cannot be ignored.

The general unifying context of the intensification of cooperation today, whose
progress is now led by the authorities of both countries, is above all the common
European integration aspirations of Serbia and Ukraine and the support and atten-
tion towards Ukraine from key Western players. The basic bilateral factor on which
the partnership is based remains the principled position of Serbia and Ukraine
regarding mutual respect for territorial integrity and sovereignty.

4. Conclusions

Serbia and Ukraine are actually "brotherly countries” and have a centuries-old
tradition of good relations. It is in the interest of both Kyiv and Belgrade to under-
stand the importance of preserving and further developing this tradition. There-
fore, it is important to refrain from decisions that rather depend on the current
political situation but can harm the further course of the relationship. First of
all, it is about the need to maintain mutual respect for territorial integrity and
sovereignty.

A review of the history of the Serbian-Ukrainian dialogue shows that until
2014, the perception of Ukraine in the Serbian society as a whole was that of a close
Orthodox Slavic country, which was friendly towards Russia (Rossiya), and some-
times identified with it. Therefore, the warm feelings of the Serbs are addressed to
Russia (Rossiya), sometimes addressed to Ukraine.

Ukraine supported and provided assistance to Serbia in 1999. However, this
aid was not too large and decisive for the further development of events, including
due to the real possibilities of Ukraine. It had above all a moral effect.

Ukraine's rift with Russia in 2014 was generally perceived quite negatively,
both in Serbian society and in politics. Although, of course, the attitudes of var-
ious elements of Serbian society were different, we are talking about the general
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picture. Therefore, the attitude towards Ukraine in Serbia generally worsened. At
the same time, the perception of Serbia as an ally or satellite of Russia, i.e. a friend
of the enemy, has grown in Ukraine.
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
